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To the Editor:

The Western Finger Lakes Authority has experienced significant and ongoing maintenance problems with the recycling collection fleet.  As these problems continue to grow, our ability to service routes is compromised.  Several trucks are currently under repair.  The remaining trucks cover extra route miles as a result.  Presently we are unable to remove them from collection routes to perform needed maintenance due to the shortage of collection vehicles in good repair.  

Today I made the difficult decision to suspend service to the Towns of Huron, Rose, Galen, Savannah, Butler and Wolcott and the Villages of Clyde, Red Creek and Wolcott beginning Monday, August 30th and continuing through two collection cycles during the month of September.  This will allow the Authority to provide much needed maintenance and repairs to the fleet.  Once recycling trucks are restored to a state of good repair, we will resume a normal collection schedule.  

In the interim, we will establish a temporary recycling drop off center at the Materials Recovery Facility located at 4060 Route 88, approximately two miles north of the Hamlet of Fairville.   Residents from the affected towns may drop off their recycling from 7 AM to 3 PM Monday through Friday and from 9 AM to 1 PM on Saturday during the month of September. 

Please know this decision was made only after all other possible options were discussed and exhausted.  The safety of our drivers and the traveling public is our first priority.  Trucks must be in a state of good repair to insure safe and reliable collection service.  

I am deeply sorry for the inconvenience this suspension in recycling collection will cause.  If you have questions, please feel free to contact me at 1-800-724-3867.   The staff of the Authority appreciates the extraordinary recycling efforts of the residents of Wayne County.  We will work very hard to restore collection service as soon as possible.
